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It is generally taken for granted that the Yamuna river started in the Himalayas and
flowed to the Prayagraj city (UP), to join the Ganges. Much of the Indian history is built
around such false assumptions, based on total ignorance of geology and geography.

The satellite image presented below shows that the Yamuna river at the Prayagraj city
originated at the Vindhyas, not the Himalayas. It is a rainwater river, not Himalayan silt
laden snowmelt water. The Vindhyas was a cluster of natural reservoirs stocked with
inexhaustible supply of rainwater tapped by the Satpura range. The rivers Yamuna,
Narmada, Godavari, Ken, Sone, and Mahanadi originated at the Vindhyas. They had
dependable year-round rainwater, even during the frequent droughts.
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
