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The Gondi, Kui, Kuvi, Konda Dora, Koya, Buduga, Jangalu, and Yerukula dialects of
the East Coast of India belong to the Teli family of the Kui people, the DNA H who
lived in the Trikuta area from 20,000 BCE to 2,200 BCE. The DNA J2b, called Agni,
also lived at the Trikuta at the same time period, along a different river. The Grandhika
family belonged to the J2b. It also had dozens of dialects.

Around 2,200 BCE, there was a global drought that lasted for almost 200 years. The
Trikuta reservoirs dried out, and all the fertile lands turned into wastelands. The H (Kui)
and J2b (Agni) were forced to move to the east side of the Satpura Range. The J2b
moved to the current Amarkantak area. The H moved further east to the current Hirakud
reservoir area. They lived in separate locations with their own dialects and cultures.

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Dialects evolved naturally. Languages with LN —
artificial rules of syntax and grammar were /= % | |
invented for mass communications (books, . ; \ |
newspapers). They are recent fabrications

and do not contain any information on human migrations. In the map, languages were
ignored and were represented by the white space.
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Teli was a family of dialects, not a language. Valmiki was a dialect of the Grandhika.
Andhra was a language derived from the Valmiki (232) dialect with a rigid syntax and
grammar. The original logic books of the Agni (Rig Veda, Ramayana, Bhagavad Gita)
were composed in the Andhra language. The Rishi Valmiki was a fictional character
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invented by the Persian stooges on the Greek payroll who vandalized the Andhra
Ramayana to the Sanskrit Ramayana with fictional gods and demons with supernatural
powers.

Telugu was a language derived as a mixture of Andhra, Mundari, and Teli. Telugu
syntax and grammar were invented by Paravastu Chinnaya Suri (1806-1862 CE).
